Our Programs
SCIENCE & CONSERVATION
· AQUIFER RESEARCH:  This summer we discovered several new caves 
and springs at Westcave and are now working with Balcones 
Canyonlands Preserve partners and several researchers to better 
understand Westcaveʼs relationship within the Trinity Aquifer to keep 
our waterfall flowing in perpetuity;
· BATS:  Our new bat house, installed & donated by Merlin Tuttle

ACCESSIBILITY
· NEW TRAIL: This year we opened a new bird-blind on the Uplands 
and extended our ADA-friendly trail to provide more visitors access to 
incredible birdwatching at Westcave
· BLIND AND VISUALLY IMPAIRED: We are working on a partnership 
to support Texas School for the Blind and Visually Impaired students 
and employee well-being through nature experiences at Westcave

EQUITY AND EDUCATION
· GREEN SCHOOL PARKS: We are transforming Pillow Elementary into 
a “Park With Purpose” to bring a rich, biodiverse greenspace to the 
community, and a new Green SchoolYard to Austin ISD;
· AUSTIN PUBLIC LIBRARIES: Our work with the Austin Public Libraries 
and the Cityʼs Parks Department to create “Nature Smart Libraries”;
· YOU GO GIRL!: Our Girls Outside program recently received another 
round of support from Applied Materials, providing 200 underserved 
girls in AISD and their families a chance to get outside at Westcave and 
other places in the greater Austin area.
· LBJ AND TETON SCIENCE AT WESTCAVE:  Our new partnership with 
Teton Science School and the LBJ National Historical Park will build a 
place-based network for educators in the Hill Country.
