Venues

Transportation

Chaperones

All teachers and parent chaperones must ride the charter bus to and from Waco. Teachers and
parent chaperones must also attend a mandatory training session prior to the field trip.

What'’s Included

In addition, Education in Action provides each participant with a snack during the bus ride,
and cheese pizza for lunch.

What to bring

Students need to bring three disposable drinks that are no more than 17 ounces each.
