 Use provided permission slip to collect t-shirt sizes and sandwich choices from each participant. 

 Divide students into groups of 10 with one lead chaperone and one assistant chaperone per group. 

Suggestion: mix genders. 

 Complete the “Discover Texas Field Trip Information” Form and submit to Education in Action’s 

Program Coordinator. 

 Collect “Medical Forms” and put them in your backpack to have them with you on the day of the 

program. *Note any allergies and confirm they are indicated on the “Discover Texas Field Trip 

Information” Form. 

 Each participant needs at least four drinks. 

 The afternoon/night before the program, set each color group’s materials on their own table in the 

room participants will be meeting in the morning of the program. Education in Action strongly 

recommends not handing out t-shirts until the morning of the program.
