Times

Chaperones 

All teachers and parent chaperones must ride the charter bus to and from Fort Worth. Teachers and parent 

chaperones must also attend a mandatory training session prior to the field trip.  

 

What’s Included 

Each participant receives a program t-shirt, insulated drink bag, 
name badge, group picture, and field trip souvenirs.

What to bring
